In general only equations explicitly referred to in the text need to be numbered.

Tables should be numbered and have a table heading above. Only horizontal lines should be used for the tables. The text should include references to all tables. 

Illustrations and figures should be numbered, greyscale or colour are allowed and incorporated in the document at the appropriate place. They should be accompanied by figure caption under the figure. Make sure the size of lettering within figures is big enough. The text should include references to all figures.
